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Latest Government Move
Planning application for Silverlands site withdrawn by the Health Secretary Alan Milburn on 6.11.01 prior to going to the Planning Committee on the 07.11.01.  The Planning application was flawed and therefore withdrawn to avoid its rejection by the Planning Committee. We expect a revised planning application to be submitted within the next couple of weeks.

But Work Continues !

Despite the fact that the Home Office say their plans are under review and they have not yet got planning permission, work is continuing with the £2 million refurbishment of Silverlands.

The good news is a local heating installer has turned down a lucrative contract at the site.
